Re: 2021/2022 Senate Committee on Awards Annual Report

The Terms of Reference for the Senate Committee on Awards define its scope and
relationship with Senate and other Senate committees. Annually in October, the committee
presents a report to Senate on its business and proceedings over the previous academic year.

The Senate Committee on Awards met 13 times between July 2021 and June 2022:

July 28, 2021 August 18 & 19, 2021 September 13, 2021 October 7, 2021
November 15, 2021 December 9, 2021 January 12, 2022 February 9, 2022
March 9, 2022 April 13, 2022 May 18, 2022 June 2, 2022

The Senate Committee on Awards approved 103 (90) new awards and 74 (62) revised
awards for undergraduate and graduate students in 2021-2022.

This report presents the scholarships awarded in the May 2021 to April 2022 academic year.
Please note that a report detailing the undergraduate scholarships awarded in the twelve
months October 2020 to September 2021 was presented to Senate in November 2021.
Historically, this report had reflected an October to September timeframe. All future reports
to Senate will represent scholarships awarded during the May to April academic year.

On the May 2021 to April 2022 academic year there were 5,751 (4,896) scholarships
awarded to 4,711 (3,925) undergraduate students, with a total value of $16,031,568
($12,870,136).

NOTE: 2020-2021 figures are shown in parenthesis. Scholarships included in this report were
awarded in 2021-2022 on the basis of academic performance in 2020-2021.

UVic aspires to be both nationally and internationally competitive in recruiting and retaining
students of the highest caliber. Our ability to offer a more competitive undergraduate
scholarship program supports the UVic Strategic Framework vision of attracting, supporting
and developing a diverse community of talented students, faculty and staff, as well as being
recognized internationally as a university of choice. Through involvement in the Strategic
Enrolment Management process, Student Awards and Financial Aid continues to work to
better align our student financial aid resources with institutional enrolment goals.

Entrance Scholarship Appeals considered
There were 33 entrance scholarship appeals, of which 13 were granted and 20 were not

approved. Of the entrance scholarship appeals, 5 were appealing a renewable scholarship and
28 were appealing a non-renewable scholarship. Of the renewable scholarship appeals, the
categories of appeals were as follows: 3 were below the admission average cut-off, 1 was
requesting approval to retain the scholarship at a reduced course load and 1 was requesting
a scholarship deferral. Of the non-renewable scholarship appeals, the categories of appeals
were as follows: 12 were below the admission average cut-off, 13 were requesting approval
to retain the scholarship at a reduced course load and 3 were requesting a scholarship
deferral.




In-course Scholarship Appeals considered
There were 80 in-course scholarship appeals, of which 68 were granted and 12 were not

approved. Of the in-course scholarship appeals, 68 were appealing to retain a renewable
scholarship and 12 were appealing to retain a non-renewable scholarship. Of the renewable
scholarship appeals, the categories of appeals were as follows: 62 did not meet the minimum
GPA requirement of 7.5 to retain the scholarship, 4 were requesting to retain the scholarship
at a reduced course-load and 2 were requesting a scholarship deferral. Of the non-renewable
scholarship appeals, the categories of appeals were as follows: 7 were requesting to retain
the scholarship at a reduced course-load and 5 were requesting a scholarship deferral.

Scholarship selection sub-committees

In addition to considering new and revised scholarships, awards, medals, prizes and bursaries
for recommendation to Senate and making decisions regarding appeals, the Senate
Committee on Awards is tasked with selecting the recipients of scholarships offered to
students across disciplines.

In 2021-2022 8 sub-committees of 2 to 3 members read 255 applications and selected the
recipients and alternates for 8 scholarship programs. Three of the programs offer
scholarships to multiple recipients.

ENTRANCE SCHOLARSHIPS

Student Awards and Financial Aid made offers of entrance scholarships to academically
outstanding students from Canadian secondary schools, international secondary schools and
Canadian colleges and universities. UVic awarded 2,639 (2,625) entrance scholarships (non-
renewable) to 2,313 (2,204) students with a value of $6,621,747 ($6,247,932). In addition,
485 (356) students received renewable scholarships (see table below) for a total value of
$3,113,500 ($2,240,450). The total of all entrance scholarships and awards from base
budget, donor funded and endowed sources is $9,735,247 ($8,488,382).

UVic awarded 2,114 (1,592) non-renewable in-course scholarships to 1,401 (1,042)

students with a value of $3,215,366 ($2,559,862). In addition, 512 (324) students received
a renewal of their renewable scholarships for a total value of $3,080,954 ($1,816,892). The
total value of all in-course scholarships and awards is $6,296,321 ($4,381,754).
